Hathersage Parish Council

Minutes of a meeting held at Hathersage Memorial Hall

 on 7 June 2011. 
 Present – Councillors CJ Cartledge, B Hanley, D Jackson, P Mander, R Olle, HJ Rodgers, A Schofield, J Shuttleworth & J Wedgwood.

Public participation

1. There were no members of the public present.
2. There was no report from District Councillors. 
3. PCSO Anthony Boswell attended and gave a report. There had been a recent house burglary on Moorland Road. The burglar was arrested shortly afterwards with the stolen goods. There had been 12 calls for service including suspicious activity, anti social behaviour and incidents on the highway. With the help of the community speed watch volunteers officers are continuing to monitor speeding traffic on Sheffield & Castleton Roads and several motorists have been issued with warning letters. Regular patrols are being made in the village on Friday and Saturday nights following complaints of rowdiness and drugs and alcohol have been confiscated.

The King George’s Field (Charity 216960)
1. A donation of £350 has been received from Hathersage Players, specifically for the solarium roof repair, and £98 gift aid from last year. Total funds stand at approximately £47,199. 
3. There had been a request for a donation from Hathersage Parish Council towards the cost of new playground equipment. The trustees agreed to donate £1,400 plus the associated gift aid contribution.
4. Accounts for payment. The schedule of accounts for payment totalling £25 was approved.

Council meeting

1. Apologies.
Apologies for absence had been received from Cllr Wain.  

2.  Members declaration of interest.
Cllrs  Mander & Shuttleworth declared an interest in item 8.1. as they live on School Lane. Cllr Schofield declared an interest in item 15. as his daughter is employed at the pool. Cllr Mander declared an interest in 10.9. as he may be a recipient of the services provided.
3. Minutes. The minutes of the meeting held on 10 May were approved.
4. Councillor Training. Councillors agreed that they would like two training sessions, one on the code of conduct and one on law and good practice. The clerk will try and arrange these for Tuesdays in September/October.

8. Consultations.

8.1. DCC Proposed changes to waiting restrictions on School Lane. At the site meeting on 11 May all those present, which included DCC, Hathersage School Head, Landlord of the Scotsmans Pack, Councillors and residents, agreed with the proposal put forward by the Planning Committee as detailed in the HPC May minutes. DCC will now proceed with the Traffic Order to implement these changes.
 8.2. Derbyshire Fire & Rescue review of emergency cover. The council had no comments to make.
9. Financial matters.
9.1. The monthly accounts as previously circulated were approved. DDDC is holding funds of £43,291 for the pool. In 2007, the pool incurred a loss of £10,715 which was paid for out of Council funds. The Council agreed to use part of the amount held by DDDC to replace this. The balance will be used to pay for the re-lining of the pool. The remainder of the cost of relining will be paid for out of the pool refurbishment reserve.

9.2. Accounts for payment totalling £27,851.36 (including £2471.28 VAT) as previously circulated were approved.
9.3. Councillors Jackson & Rodgers were authorised to sign cheques at the July meeting.
9.4. The Council noted that the Internal Auditor had completed his audit and that his report contained no matters of concern that he wished to bring to the Council's attention.

10.1. DALC Circular 28/2011. Revised Standing Orders. The adoption of the revised Standing Orders will be discussed at the next meeting.
10.2. DALC Circular 30/2011.Election for Executive Committee 2011 – 2015. The Council did not make any nominations.

Cllrs Cartledge, Jackson, Mander & Olle will represent the Council and a representative from Outseats Parish Council and the Village Centre Group will also be invited. The Council will ask DDDC to provide the following information for circulation prior to the meeting
· What the budget is for refurbishment.
· A break down of the running costs.

· What allowance would be forthcoming for the running of the facilities.

· Information on other PCs who have taken over public conveniences.

· Under what powers do Parish Councils have the power to run the conveniences.
· How much income is raised from car parking charges in the village.

· Details of your title to the toilets.
10.7. DCC Parish & Town Council Liaison Forum 23 June, 6.00 pm at County Hall Matlock. Cllr Cartledge will attend
10.8. PDNPA Management Plan workshop 20 June, 6.00 pm at Bakewell.

10.9. Request from Vitalise for a donation. The Council agreed to donate £75.
10.10. Request from BT to consider adoption of phone box at junction of Crossland & Sheffield Roads. The Council does not want to adopt the box. The clerk will write again to request that the box at the junction of Main Road ans Station Road be repaired.
11. Village matters.

11.1. Fish & chip van. Consideration of agreement for permission to park on land in front of Parish Room. A draft lease had been supplied but there were several errors/queries on it. The treasurer and Cllr Cartledge will look at it again.
11.2. Enclosure Act. Cllr Rodgers and the treasurer have prepared an electronic copy which will be put on the Council’s website and made available to any interested parties.
11.3. Stone Sett footpath. The repairs should go ahead shortly.
11.4. Brian Ward had requested financial support to publish a book on George Lawrence. The Council agreed to lend up to £2,000 for an initial print of 500 books. This advance could be recouped at a rate of £7.50 from the sale of each book. The Council’s investment would therefore be repaid when sales reach approximately 270. BW will donate profits from the book to the pool refurbishment fund.
12. Recreation Committee. The minutes of the Recreation Committee meetings held on 3 & 24 May 2011 had been circulated. Cllr Jackson reported that Ian Nicks would be asked to give a report on the filtration system as part of the second stage of the refurbishment programme.
12.1. The Council approved payment to the contractor and project manager for the relining of the pool tank and replacement of the pool covers up to the value of the quotation with a 5% retention for three months.
