The garden fence on the left handside of the path from the cafe to the Bowling Green is in disrepair. The Clerk to be requested to write to the owners on behalf of HPC.

It was agreed that quotes should be obtained to create an additional opening in the wall to the rear of Crossland Rd between No's 9 & 10

Cllr Mander inspected the chains and shackles highlighted by High Peak and was satisfied they are in good repair.

The actions agreed earlier for the football field were confirmed as: remove stones, roll, hollow tine, sand and top dress.
