	Public participation

	Several members of the public, some who did not leave in close proximity to the premises, attended to speak in objection to the change of use of Brook House, Main Road NP/DDD/0417/0351. The main concerns stated were:

· The premises are in the Hathersage Conservation area in close proximity to Grade II listed buildings.
· It is in an area of the village of high density of residences.

· There no external storage space for waste.

· The application states that there will be no storage of inflammable materials. The recent Chip Shop fire in Bakewell proves otherwise for such an establishment.

· There is very little storage space for raw materials hence requiring frequent deliveries.

· There is no access for deliveries that will not cause parking and traffic problems.

· There is very little parking in the area for customers and staff.

· There are already several food outlets in the village satisfying demand.

· The close proximity (within 1m) of extraction ducting to a private seating area making it unusable.
· An increase in noise levels due to air extraction equipment.

· The smell of frying and additional noise from midday to mid evening 6 days per week.
· The inevitable additional littering of the village, collected at residents expense via the village caretaker.

· The use of the newly refurbished village centre (work in progress) as an outdoor eating area, diminishing the returns on the money expended.
· An increase in loitering especially when large organised groups may use the facility as a meal stop.

· There needs to be an efficient waste collection service in the interests of health and to prevent an increase in vermin but the area has little space for waste collection vehicles that will not impact traffic flow through the village.

· All members of the public who attended were eager for the premises to be brought back into use but not as a fast food outlet.

The members of the public were thanked for attending and bringing their concerns to the attention of the Parish Council and were encouraged to also lodge their objections directly with the Planning Authority. The objections stated would be taken into account when the Parish Council made their own views known to the Planning Authority.
